Academic program

The ISU"Y Courses are designed to be highly interactive, and a priority is placed on group discussion and
teamwork; students complete pre-course assignments in order to have the qualifications necessary to start
the course on the same level. The team of instructors consists of WU lecturers as well as renowned interna-
tional guest lecturers.

The program consists of two intensive courses, which are taught consecutively over the course of 3 weeks,
each course lasting one and a half weeks (Monday to Tuesday and Wednesday to Friday). These intensive
courses are held in the mornings and total 8 ECTS-Credits.
